PUBLIC WORKS 
• National Plant Services has completed the 

routine cleaning of our sewer lift stations.  This is 
part of the routine and yearly cleaning of these 
facilities.  The next step is to begin cleaning the 
manholes and sewer lines. This sewer line 
process will take approximately four weeks to 
complete.  

 
• The California Avenue Trail Fence Replacement 

and Rehabilitation Project is moving forward.  All 
trail fencing has been removed and of those; 165 
units of usable trail material has been recycled.  
To date, 160 tons of dg has been placed at the 
project site on California Avenue with more to be 
placed as the project continues.   

 
• The Public Works Department installed new trail 

fence around the Norco Public Library, located on 
Old Hamner Road (see pictures below).  This 
installation required 8 end posts, 2 corner posts, 
13 inline posts and 38 rails. The fence 
improvement in this area helps make our Norco 
Library a shining star.  Kudos to the Public 
Works Crew! 

 
• Acrey Fence will begin Tuesday, December 11, 

2006, on the trail fence rehabilitation in various 
locations of town. 

 
• S & S Paving has been selected as our paving 

maintenance contractor and will being working on 
projects around the latter part of January, 2007.  

 

City of Norco Sales Tax Update for the 
Second Quarter of 2006  

Sales activity for the City of Norco was at about 
the same level as last year (0% increase) after 
factoring out accounting aberrations. The City 
generally experienced a solid quarter for lumber/
building materials and contractor supplies.  
Recent additions also helped to boost revenues 
from restaurants, service stations and light 
industrial supplies.  Higher fuel prices were also 
a positive factor.  These gains were offset by a 
17% decline in new car sales.  Total sales and 
use tax receipts for all of Riverside County 
increased 7.2% over the comparable time period 
while Southern California as a whole was up 
5.5%. 



COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT 
New Certificate of Occupancy Permit Policy:  Due to some recent questions and comments received 
by the Community Development Department a new policy has been created dealing with minor tenant 
improvements and a Certificate of Occupancy (“C of O”) permit where no work is being performed except 
painting and carpeting inside the suite. This program is provided as a service to the business community 
and the intent is to eliminate future hardships by ensuring that building owners and tenants are aware of 
City and/or State code requirements before relocating to a site. The program also assists the City to 
identify hazardous materials within the City limits, thus protecting our fire crews.   
 
A C of O is required for all commercial, industrial and office buildings, including individual tenant spaces. 
This includes new buildings and existing buildings that are being remodeled, expanded, or that change 
the occupancy classification of the building or tenant space. Plans will be required to be submitted to the 
Building and Safety Division whenever a business owner requests a C of O. The C of O is required prior 
to the occupancy of a new commercial building or a change in occupancy in an existing building or suite.  
 
The Building and Safety Division and the Fire Department will conduct a physical on-site inspection of all 
commercial buildings before they are occupied under this new policy. This ensures that there are no 
hazards that will prevent the structure from being safely occupied. The C of O is required as proof of 
compliance with the building, fire and development codes adopted by the City of Norco. The inspection 
conducted will be done to verify compliance with the visible addressing, building, mechanical, plumbing 
and electrical code compliance, along with proper fire exits and fire extinguisher placements. These 
inspections are designed to alleviate hazards pursuant to health, safety and welfare of the public. To 
obtain a C of O inspection, the applicant must call the Building and Safety Division to request the 
inspection. The person requesting the inspection will need to be present during the inspection of the 
building. If it is an inspection of a new building, the contractor and the owner should both be present. The 
site inspection generally takes 30 minutes, depending on the size of the structure. After receiving 
approval that the building is in compliance with Codes and Ordinances and fees are paid, a printed C of O 
is issued. This Certificate must be permanently posted in a conspicuous place along with your City of 
Norco business license. NOTE: No furniture, inventory, or stationary equipment can be brought into 
the space before the C of O is issued.  After stocking the business, providing furniture, and other 
essentials for the business to be ready for operation, the City of Norco Fire Department will 
conduct a final business inspection and allow the business to open to the public.
