Streets, Trails, 
and Utilities 
Commission 

(STUC) 
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The Streets, Trails, and Utilities; Parks and Recreation; and Historical Preservation Commissions are advisory 
bodies to staff and the City Council. The Planning Commission has authority to approve projects but any action 
by the Planning Commission can be appealed to the City Council.
